4.0 SERVICE PARK 

4.1 INFORMATION ABOUT THE SERVICE PARK 

Servicing will be at Pohe Island Carpark, near the Rock n Roll Club, Pohe Island Drive, Whangārei (entry from 

Riverside Drive). 

An area of approximately 7.5m x 6m will be allocated to each competitor.  

Competitors who wish to share service crews or with large trucks and service vehicles are requested to make an 

application with details and dimensions of the extra space required to the Secretary of the event by 25 October 
1700hrs.  

Service Park allocations will be published on the Notice Board by 0800hrs Tuesday 5 November. The service park 

will be in operation from Thursday 7 November 1300hrs.  

Competitors are requested to liaise with the Service Park Manager to oversee the placement of large Service 

Vehicles; these are to be in place by 1400hrs Thursday 7 November.  

Access to the service park is available only to competing cars and Service Vehicles with the correct     “Service 

“decal which must be parked within the competitors allocated area otherwise it must not remain in the service 

park. 

Refuelling is not permitted in the service park.  

All servicing must be carried out using a groundsheet to collect debris and to contain spilled fluids. 

4.2 REMOTE SERVICE & REFUELS 

The event includes remote services and refuels on both competing days. More details will be included in Rally 

Guide 2 or / and the Supplementary Regulations.  

4.3 FACILITIES AT SERVICE PARK 

• Public toilets (at the Rock n Roll Club and Portaloo’s in Service Park). 

• Rubbish and used oil facilities. 

• Service vehicle parking within your designated area. 

• Coffee cart. 

• Food vendors. 
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5.0 TWO WAY RADIO 

5.1 APPLICATION PROCEDURE  

Any radio equipment used by a competitor and/or associated support teams in New Zealand must be covered by a 

licence issued by an approved External Engineer of Radio Spectrum Management. 

Its operation must be strictly within the terms and conditions of the licence.  The installation or use of equipment 

without a licence, or outside the terms, renders the operator/installer liable for prosecution. 

Please note that the following frequencies are not available to competitors: 

• 138.000MHz to 150.000MHz 

• 230.000MHz to 400.00MHz 

• 430.000MHz to 440.000 MHz

6.0 FUEL / TYRES 

6.1 FUEL SPECIFICATION 

Fuel shall comply with the provisions of the FIA International Sporting Code, Appendix J Article 252.9.  The use of 
unleaded commercial petrol available at petrol filling stations complying with Article 252 is permitted. 

Note: Competitors should be familiar with and adhere to the Motorsport NZ Code of Practice – Fuel, available via 
the following link: https://www.motorsport.org.nz/technical/fuel/  

6.1.1 PROCEDURE IN A REFUEL AREA 

▪ Only actions inside a Refuel area directly involved in the refuelling of the competing vehicle are permitted. 

▪ The responsibility for refuelling including the required fire extinguisher operator is incumbent on the 

competitor and their team members alone. 
▪ Engines must be switched off throughout the refuelling operation. 

▪ It is required that the driver and co-driver remain outside the car during refuelling. 
▪ Solely for the purpose of assisting with the refuelling procedure of their car, two team members of each 

crew may access the Refuel area.  They may only enter the refuel area ten minutes before their car’s arrival 

and must leave once refuelling is completed. 
▪ Competitors are reminded of their requirement to have a Fire extinguisher with operator on standby to be 

provided by the competitor while refuelling. 
▪ All competitors must supply and use absorbent spill mats during refuelling. 

o The use of kitty litter or drip trays is not permitted. 
▪ If a spill occurs the car must be pushed away from the spill without starting the engine 

o The car is not permitted to leave the refuel area until the spill has been cleaned up to the satisfaction 

of the refuel marshals. 
▪ A car may be pushed out of the RA by the crew, the two team members and/or officials without incurring a 

penalty.  

6.1.2 APPAREL FOR REFUEL AREAS  

The team member refuelling the car and the extinguisher operator must at a minimum wear the following apparel 

during refuelling operations: 

▪ Cotton overalls 

▪ Gloves 
▪ Balaclava

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▪ Covered shoes made of non-flammable material i.e., no running shoes. 

It is not permitted for the driver or co-driver to refuel the car wearing their competition apparel however they may 

act as the extinguisher operator. 

6.1.3 PROCEDURE AT COMMERCIAL FILLING STATIONS  

Competitors are permitted to refuel using commercial petrol stations that the route directly passes however may 
not perform any other actions at these locations and their service crew are not permitted to assist.  This fuel must 

be dispensed directly into the tank of the competing car. The crew must use solely the equipment on board and 

only the pumps with no external physical assistance. 

Competitors are reminded they must still respect the roadbook at all times including transiting remote refuels. 

6.1.4 EMPTYING AND/OR REFILLING THE TANK IN THE SERVICE PARK  

When necessary, as part of service (i.e. changing of fuel tank, changing of fuel pump, changing of fuel filter, 

changing of any other item of the fuel circuit), emptying and/or refilling is permitted in a service park provided 
that:  

▪ The work is carried out with the knowledge and approval of the Service Park Manager 

▪ Fire extinguisher with operator on standby to be provided by the competitor. 
▪ No other work is carried out on the car while the fuel circuit is open and/or during the emptying and/or 

refilling operation. 
▪ A suitable safety perimeter is established around the car. 

▪ Only sufficient fuel is added to reach the next refuel area. 

▪ Crews will be held responsible for any fuel spillage and subsequent environmental damage.

6.2 TYRES 

6.2.1 TYRES SPECIFIED FOR USE DURING THE RALLY 

The use of studded or spiked tyres is prohibited under pain of exclusion.  

6.2.2 TYRES FOR USE ON RECONNAISSANCE 

The types used during reconnaissance must be either an FIA approved road tyre, or an equivalent standard road 
type designed primarily for normal road use meeting the following criteria. 

Tyres must not exceed a tread depth of 8.5mm.  Straight circumferential grooves may be no wider than 10mm.  All 
other grooves at an angle to the circumference may be no wider than 7mm. 

Crews are permitted to use their Rally Car and Rally Tyres for the reconnaissance of Whangārei SSS 9/10 
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7.0 IMPORT OF VEHICLES AND SPARE PARTS 
Rally and support vehicles, parts, tyres and components can be temporarily imported into New Zealand without 

payment of Duty and Goods & Services Tax under an ATA Carnet issued by the Chamber of Commerce in the 

exporting country. The only items that are excluded are expendable products such as oil and promotional 
giveaways.  Any items that are not exported will be subject to payment of Duty (where applicable) and Goods & 

Services Tax. 

New Zealand Customs have made special arrangements for competitors in the International Rally of Whangarei.  It 

is recommended to use ATA Carnets. All values must be at the normal wholesale price in the country of export.  

7.1 FREIGHT & IMPORTING INTO NEW ZEALAND  

No duties or taxes are applicable providing all goods are re-exported at the end of the rally. The only items that 

are excluded are expendable products such as oil and promotional giveaways.  

Documents should be faxed or e-mailed prior to the vessel’s arrival to Malcolm Total Logistics who manage the 

bond to ensure all procedures are completed and to prevent any possible delays.

Any full containers arriving must fill out two forms – a quarantine form and cleaning certificate – please contact the 
Rally office for these forms. NZ quarantine requirements are very stringent, please ensure all cars and equipment 

cleaned before packing.  

7.2 INTERNATIONAL RALLY SUPPORT VEHICLES   

A Transport Service Licence is not required for rally support vehicles under 6 tonnes.  There is no requirement to 

complete a logbook unless the vehicle is to be driven over a 50km radius from the Service Park.  

7.3 NEW ZEALAND VEHICLE REGISTRATION  

On arrival in New Zealand, you will need to complete the following steps to enable your registration to be 
processed: 

Fill out an Application for registration of an overseas visitor's vehicle (form MR 2C) – available from VTNZ, NZTA 

website www.nzta.govt.nz/assets/resources/temp-vehicle-import-visitor/docs/mr2c.pdf  or the Rally Office, 

one form per vehicle.  Photocopies of this form are not acceptable.  Provide proof that the vehicle is currently 

registered in your name in its country of origin (e.g., by providing original vehicle registration documents). 

• Show your carnet or temporary import entry. 

• Provide identification that shows your name, date of birth and signature. 

• Pay an Accident Compensation Corporation (ACC) levy, but none of the other registration and licensing fees. 

All rally vehicles must obtain a Warrant of Fitness (cars) or Certificate of Fitness (trucks) before being driven on 

New Zealand Roads. Arrangements have been made with the New Zealand Police – New Zealand Transport Agency 

(NZTA) for overseas rally vehicles to be checked at the following authorised testing stations:

8.4 DRONES - UNMANNED AIRCRAFT PROHIBITED AT INTERNATIONAL RALLY 
OF WHANGĀREI  

The Organisers of the International Rally of Whangārei (ROW) advise that all Drone Operators must have approval 

for the use of drones and other unmanned aerial vehicles as they pose safety and privacy risks. 

Unmanned Aerial Vehicles (UAV), commonly known as drones, operated by commercial entities may only be used 

at competition venues when permitted by, and operated according to, the civil aviation regulations and laws of the 
country in which the event is being held and the policies of the local ASN responsible for the event. 

The use of a recreational UAV is prohibited. 

In any case, a UAV must never fly directly over any competition course or public area unless under the direct 

control of persons authorised by the event organisers, the Clerk of the Course, for safety or information purposes 

only. 

Applications are to be submitted by 27 October 2024. The Whangārei District Council and event organisers will not 

be processing applications during the rally week. 

If you wish to use at Drone at the event, once your application with Whangarei District Council or Far North District 

Council is approved, you must also notify Rally NZ by emailing a copy of the approved form to info@rallynz.org.nz.

21.10 DRIVERS' LICENCE REQUIREMENTS 

Overseas drivers with a non-English licence must carry an accurate English translation or an International Driving 
Permit (IDP) while driving. 

It is illegal for drivers to talk, send or read text messages on handheld mobile phones, or other portable electronic 

devices whose functions include being a telephone, while driving a vehicle in New Zealand. 

Drivers using a handheld mobile are liable for an $150 fine from the Police and 20 demerit points. 

You can use a hands-free device or two-way radio and there is an exemption for 111 calls made in emergency 
situations.  Mobile phones which are not hands free may be used by a driver when the vehicle has stopped - but 

not when it is stopped in traffic or at traffic lights.
